DECEMBER 14, 2009 SPEAKER

Marilyn  Murray, author &
educator, will be our speaker at the
WVGS December 14 meeting.

Marilyn will be speaking on
“Understanding Russia in the 21st
Century. Why Russian citizens are
the way they are.” Since 2002 Professor Murray has
lived half-time in Moscow, Russia where she presents
her Murray Method to health professionals and to
clergy regarding the treatment of trauma, abuse,
deprivation, and their correlation with addictions.

She has special personal interest in Russia as her
paternal grandparents were born in villages near
Saratov, and also because of the tragic history of their
families - all of their sisters, brothers, nieces, nephews
suffered in the Stalinist terror - they either were killed,
starved to death in the forced collectivizations, or sent
to concentration camps in Siberia. Those who
survived the gulags, and their descendants, are living
today in various regions of Russia. Thus, the long-
term consequences of trauma, abuse and deprivation
and the mechanisms of survival became a
generational prototype for her family.

Those of us who have ancestors from “Russia”
will understand just how difficult it may be to obtain
information and records. Their family histories don’t
fit into places like what we’re used to. Please come!
